While your there, please look over your personal profile to make sure your 

information is correct.  We use this information, specifically to notify you via 

email blasts regarding meeting reminders, crime watch alerts, event 

updates, lost pets, etc.  The directory is a locked link, and only accessible by 

registered residents.  
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It’s hard to believe that the heat of summer is behind us and that Halloween, Thanksgiving and the 

winter holidays are just around the corner! 

 

As the time flies by, and Willow Bend North and West become more established, the Board is          

constantly assessing the needs of the neighborhood regarding landscaping, annual color, lighting, 

fences, sprinkler systems, masonry, and signage. 

 

Our trees have grown much taller providing a lot more shade than when they were first planted. As 

the trees grow taller and thicker, they need to be pruned more often.  Ice and wind have blown 

down whole trees and broken limbs from some of our biggest trees. Some trees became unstable and 

had to be removed.  The Bermuda grass that did so well in the sun tends to die out in the shade.  Red 

tipped photinias that did so well in the sun are now in shaded areas and have developed diseases, 

turning the leaves brown, and eventually killing the shrub.  Somebody help us! 

 

But all is not lost!  Help is on the way!  The Board has hired a new landscaping company, Professional 

Lawn Care, to help get our neighborhood back into shape.  Sprinkler systems have undergone a 

major overhaul and have been repaired and adjusted to sustain our current landscaping.  Plans are 

in place to replace diseased hedges with hardier shrubs and the areas where grass has died will be 

covered with grass that will grow better in the shade.  The Board also decided to increase the number 

of annual color plantings from two to three times a year. 

 

In the past two years, the electrical system has also been overhauled, updated, and brought into 

code.  (We have to make sure our holiday lighting is up to par!)  Lighting fixtures have also been 

repaired or replaced to best highlight our gardens and neighborhood signs. 

 

The Board is also looking into purchasing iron fencing to help hide large utility boxes in the 

neighborhood after the utility company removed the shrubs for easier access. 

 

Masonry repairs were also done to monuments that developed cracks due to the ground settling and 

from tree limb damage. 
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Vice Presidentõs Report 

The stop sign at Nassau and Clark was also replaced after some 

goblin tossed a pumpkin at it at Halloween time. 

 

Plans are also in the works to have the neighborhood trees trimmed 

to prevent possible damage from wind and ice and to let the sun 

come through a bit more.  The trees are one of our neighborhoods 

greatest assets!

exterior, providing as much lead time as possible. The normal turnaround time is 7 

days but the Committee has up to 30 days to respond to your request so please do 

not wait until the last minute to submit. ” 

Please do not risk having to UNDO your project in order to meet the guidelines  

spelled out in the covenants 
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IMPORTANT ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL REMINDER  
 

If you are planning to change anything on the exterior of your home, you need to be familiar with your 

Homeowner Association Covenants and Restrictions.  You should have received them when you 

purchased your home.  They are also available on the website or from SBB Management by request.  

The application to apply for approval of your changes can be downloaded from the website and 

requested from the ACC Committee Chairman, any Board member or SBB.  Please know that residents 

are required by the covenants to apply to the Architectural Control Committee for written approval 

PRIOR to beginning work on any changes to the exterior of your property, i.e., swimming pools, spas, 

fences (replacing or staining), gazebos, pergolas, trellises, greenhouses, children’s playhouses, play 

forts, tree houses, storage sheds, outdoor kitchens, outdoor fireplaces, windows, awnings, patio covers, 

basketball goals, driveways, walkways, exterior painting (doors/trim/siding/windows/gutters – if the 

paint color is changing), address numbers, mailboxes, permanently attached                               

benches, fountains, stonework, masonry, yard art, unusual landscaping, etc.  Again,                                          

all of the aforementioned require PRIOR WRITTEN APPROVAL of the ACC. 

 

 

 

 

 

Commonly Overlooked ACC Items that are include in our covenants:  

Fences:  Make sure they are in satisfactory condition, that they are of wood material, not painted, if  

stained it must be a clear stain, not adding unnatural color to the wood, steel poles must not be 

visible from the street, adjoining lot or alley (must be boxed in with wood material similar to that used 

in the fence. 

A/C equipment and similar items must be screened from view from the street with bushes or 

shrubbery or building materials identical to exterior walls of dwelling or approved fencing material. 

Vehicles may be parked at one location on the street for no more than 3 intervals, each interval not 

to exceed 6 continuous hours within a 3 day period.  This is not only for aesthetic reasons, but also for 

the safety of our children who may be playing outside. 

Å Owners must control weeds, grass and/or other unsightly growth exceeding 8ó in height. 

Each owner shall maintain the exterior appearance of his dwelling, lawn, landscaping and fence in 

a manner which is consistent with the standards of the Property. 

Signs – dignified “For Sale” of “For Rent” signs not more than 9 square feet may be used by the 

homeowner, ONE per lot.  Plano City ordinance requires that they be placed INSIDE of the sidewalk, 

not on the property between the sidewalk and the street.
